Gardening

Our gardens may look pretty bad right now, but with spring will come new growth and renewed
beauty. I’ ve been taking note of what plants survived the bitter cold, and which ones were heavily
damaged, and what changes | need to make for spring.

In my garden, Variegated Ginger, Jatropha, Louisiana Iris, Begonia, Bird of Paradise, White Bird of
Paradise, Hawaiian Ti, Rubber Plant, Ixora, Persian Shield, Dipladenia, and Red Abyssinian
Bananas were the greatest casualties, and even if they do survive and put out new growth in spring, |
will probably remove them because my goal is to have a year-round low-maintenance garden of
color. | will, however, plant tropicals in containers that | can move inside for severe weather. This
worked well for Ferns, Hawaiian Ti, Spider Plant, Sansevieria, and Madagascar Dragon Tree.

Plants that were not damaged include Japanese Boxwood, Wintergreen Boxwood, Dwarf Y aupon
Holly, Buford Holly, Jasmine, Cast Iron Plant, Juniper, Lorapetalum, Indian Hawthorne, and Sago
Pam. | am replacing damaged plants with evergreens that have interesting color, like Cleyera,
Magnolia, and Nandina.

According to Dan Gill, LSU Horticulturist, it may take several months to know whether or not the
palms will survive. If they do not, consider replacing them with something other than pams. Jean
Fahr, of Parkway Partners, says that pams are a short-term solution to replacing the many trees lost
in Katrina. Unlike palms, she says, trees provide long-term benefits and protection from sun and
wind. She also noted that New Orleans East isa*“heat island”, meaning that it has too much concrete
without enough shade. She said that over time this can contribute to more strokes, heart disease, and
asthma. For this reason, you might want to plant wide trees with leafy canopies that will provide the
needed shade.
